ADMISSION PROCEDURE

In order to be admitted to the School/Clinic of PLACE a paper is
required and either a phone or face to face interview. The paper
should be at least five pages long, not more than 10 (at 1lOpoint
fonts and double spacing = roughly 750 words per page). This
should be sent in with your application form. An interview can be
scheduled at any time before the last week of January 2009. On
acceptance you will be provided a key code to the Interface site
at:

COURSE SCHEDULING
Schedule:
1) Re-Orientation Course scheduled opening date: 1/31/09 — make

sure to register an account at the Interface site to keep up with
the events.

2) Vectorization of Cartel(s): opening call for 3 topics starts:
1/17/08 — make sure to check site for an explication of the
cartel procedure and to keep abreast of the development of the
cartels.

FEES AND REFUNDS:

1) Continuing professionals: $1,350. Per 9 week semester (Jan.-
May) .

2) Graduate students: $1,000. Per 9 week semester (Jan.- May).

3) Others: varies between (1) and (2) [rate to be distinguished
on interview with the directors].

The fees are payable upon acceptance and before the key-code is
distributed to the individual.

There are no refunds for the application fee, but there is a
refund on the course and cartel tuition. The refunds for the
course/cartels can occur on two conditions:

1) annulment of a course or cartel on the part of PLACE.

2) dis-satisfaction of the student with the program of study
before 30 days have expired.
